On the first day of spring in Poland, 
there is an old tradition namely the 
drowning of a Marzanna doll (topienie 
Marzanny). Marzanna or Morana was 
a Slavic goddess portrayed as a figure 
representing death, winter, and disease. 

The figure is braided from straw into 
the shape of a human and dressed in 
traditional local women’s clothing. The 
tradition started by burning the straw 
doll and drowned it in the river afterward. 
The drowning of the doll intended to 
summon the spring by letting the winter 
drift away in the river.

The origins of the tradition date back to 
the pre-Christian era where it became 
a part of Polish culture until today. In 
modern days, instead of drowning away 
the straw doll, the groups of children 
may take their Marzannas for a walk and 
welcome spring by singing occasional 
songs.
